33rd Sunday

in Ordinary Time

In this thirty-third week of ordinary
time, as we are approaching the end
of the liturgical year, the Church se-
lects readings that remind us of the
earth’s finality: the second coming of
Christ. Last week we were reminded,
“[Christ] will appear a second time, not to take away sin but
to bring salvation to those who eagerly await him.” (Hb 9:28)

It's easy to forget that the Second Coming of Christ is a dog-
ma of our Catholic faith. It’s easy because it’s one of the only
mysteries of our faith that has not yet been completed. We
are in anticipation of Christ’s Second Coming. And, as we
just read, we ought to be awaiting with eagerness.

In this weekend’s Gospel we hear the following: "The sun will
be darkened ... and the stars will be falling from the sky.” (Mk
13:24-25) This cosmological thought captivates our imagina-
tion, and it should. Even that which seems so permanent will
fall down around ws.

As Christians and as human beings, we know all things will
come to an end. “But of that day and hour no one knows,
neither the angels of heaven, nor the Son, but the Father
alone.” (Mt 24:36). The end of time at Jesus' coming is in a

future unknown. But God has given us beautiful reminders
of this truth. We see the signs and symbols of ending all
around us ~ nightfall at the end of each day; the earlier dark-
ness of the recent time change, the life cycle of crops, the fall-
ing of the leaves, and in a striking and sobering manner, even
our own limitations and sadly our battles with infirmity and
ill health. However, we know that this is the way of things.
Even as God created in Genesis, He gave us a sense of time ~
the sun rising and setting, a beginning and an end ~ to mark
our days.

So how do we welcome these built-in forms of measurement?
Do we take time to quietly recollect at the end of each day?
Do we pray with specificity in our intentions, for our needs
and for those whom we love! Do we see every morning as a
fresh start for greater prudence, faithfulness and intentionali-
ty! Do we observe the seasons and reflect on what they might
be speaking to us of God and His glory? "Heaven and earth
will pass away, but my works will not pass away." (Mt 24:35)
The reflection upon these natural beginnings and ends are
opportunities to deepen our reflection on eternal things, be-
ing reminded that earthly realities are only a foreshadowing
of the heavenly ones to come. May these opportunities con-
sistently renew our faith in Jesus Christ, pray that we may
have the eyes of faith to see them!
